FIELD INFO: NIWOT & LONGMONT GARDEN ACRES REMINDERS: 
*Most Gates open 60 minutes before first games 
*If you are the first team to play, please remind your players not to use the infield dirt within fair territory during warm-ups.  
   No infield or batting practice will be permitted on the infield before a game. Including the pitchers/catchers. 
*Please check if Dogs are allowed. Most complexes DO NOT allow for dogs. If you are at a complex that does allow dogs,   
  aggressive and/or continuously barking dogs will be asked to leave. It’s very distracting to the pitchers and teams. 
*If the fields have fences, teams are welcome to warm-up behind them. Please do not enter the field during live play 
*Smoking/vaping/chewing/drinking are not allowed at any of the complexes. Please remind your fans… young lungs at work! 
*Reporting scores: Either team can report the score after each game via the website (You will receive an email) 
*Hitting or throwing into the fences is prohibited 
*PLEASE respect the fields & special THANKS to; Niwot & Longmont as they have donated them to keep cost down.  
*Coaches, please remind the players to clean the dug-outs and for parents/fans to clean up the stands after each game 
 
GENERAL INFO: 
*Please remind players to dress accordingly. It could be hot or cold

*Please be patient with teams, players, coaches, parents and Umps NO YELLING AT THE UMPS. Young eyes are watching your behavior.  
 
UMPS: New umps will be training. We ask for patience during this training as we help prepare the next generation of umpires. 
GAME BALLS: UMPS will have game balls. 
 
RULE CHANGES/REMINDERS FOR TOURNEY:  
*Higher seed will be Home Team first & second rounds only (UP TO THE COACHES TO KNOW HIGHER SEED… NOT THE UMPS) 
*8U on SATURDAY: All teams have 1 home and 1 away game. Sunday will use Higher Seed as Home. 
*All other rounds are determined by coin-flip 
*All games are *90 minutes (except *Championship Games, see below for rules) 
*Will NOT use the “NO NEW INNING AFTER 85 MINUTES” Rule 
*Fair ups to home team (if needed... and/or if they can catch-up per the run rule) 
*No Ties are allowed. For ALL AGES BOTH DAYS, if there is a time at the end of game time, the next inning will be unlimited runs.   
 We will NOT use the ITB. 
*Pitching limits still apply. (Per game, not day) 
*PUPs (Pick-up Players) must be announced to the opposing team & ump. PUPs cannot pitch and need to wear their regular season unis. 
*All players must bat and play defense. 
*During the regular season there is a chance the 8U, 10U & 12U Supplemental Rules were not followed. They will be for the EOS. 
*IPGSA Rec umps will call both age groups rules strictly according to the rules without warning players. 
 
ALL CHAMPIONSHIP GAMES: Are played as full games. There is no time limit. Last inning is unlimited runs. Innings are as follows; 
*8U 5 innings 
*10U 5 innings  
*12U 6 Innings 
*14U 7 Innings 
*18U 7 innings 
*For 8U ~ After the CHAMP/2nd Place games... STAY ON THE FIELD FOR THE AWARDS. DO NOT LEAVE.  
 We might be at another field handing out trophies. 
*For 10U-18U ~ After the CHAMP/2nd Place games & 3rd/4th games... STAY ON THE FIELD FOR THE AWARDS. DO NOT LEAVE.  
 We might be at another field handing out trophies.
