* Game Clock 

Clock stops for... 
All shooting fouls & timeouts 

Last minute of the 1st half for all dead ball situations 
Last 2 minutes of 2nd half for all dead ball situations 

For all overtime periods the 2 minute time rule is in effect 
 

* Time Outs - 2 - full for the game &  
1 - 30sec. each half (no carry over to next half) 

1 – full time out for each OT period (no carry over) 
 

 * Full Court press and ½ court zone defenses allowed:  
  2nd  - 4th quarter only 

3rd, 4th, & 5th – Entire 2nd half 
5th & 6th girls – Entire 2nd half 

6th boys - Entire game  
 

No press in any league if team is up by 15pts.
